To the Missoula City Council,


My name is Jessica Zephyrs and I am a resident of Missoula's Ward 3. I am writing to demand
that the City Council adopts a budget that prioritizes community well-being and redirects
funding away from the police, as well as pursue charges under Montana law (which was
passed more than 30 years ago) criminalizing the paramilitaries threatening peaceful protests
in our community. 


Many Montanans may be tempted to think the unique nature of such a vast, yet sparsely-
populated state minimizes the likelihood of police brutality in our small city communities.
However, as reported by the Billings Gazette last year, Montana ranked ninth in killings by
police per capita. In 2017, the Great Falls Tribune reported Montana police killings reached a
total higher than the previous six years. These figures are alarming, but don’t tell the full story.
Under Montana Code § 2-6-102 and Article II, Section 10 of the Montana Constitution, police
disciplinary records are exempt from disclosure if there is an "individual privacy interest that
clearly exceeds the merits of public disclosure." Montana police forces operate within a
culture of impunity, and as the members of the communities they are supposed to be
protecting, we can’t even begin to grasp the scope of their violence.


I myself have witnessed Missoula Police draw their weapons on an unarmed Black young
adult at a trailhead and act as though his very presence was a threat. There was nothing
reported about this incident so there is absolutely no way of knowing why a young man's life
was so tenuously handled.


We are in the midst of widespread upheaval over the systemic violence of policing. Empty
gestures and suggestions of “reform” are inadequate and unacceptable. I am demanding that
real change be made to the way this city allocates its resources.


Support for communities in need is necessary now, more than ever. I am demanding that the
City Council meaningfully defund the Missoula Police Department. I join the calls of those
across the country to defund the police. I am demanding a budget that adequately and
effectively meets the needs of at-risk Missoula residents during this trying and uncertain time.
I am demanding a budget that supports community wellbeing, rather than empowering the
police forces that tear them apart.


Having worked for years at the Missoula County Public Library, I have seen the positive
effects of calling the Poverello Center's emergency HOT Team rather than police because they
were better equipped and trained to handle the mental health and addiction crises that often
unfolded there.


As the City Council, the budget proposal is in your hands. It is your duty to represent your
constituents. I am urging you to completely revise the budget for the 2020-2021 fiscal year,
and to fund the social programs proven to be more effective than policing at promoting
community safety and equity. Have the courage to be a leader of the change this city, state,
and country desperately needs.
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We need better mental health services, more affordable housing, fewer guns, and zero militias
and vigilantes. If you do nothing, things will not get better. I will be watching for your action
and responding with my votes.

TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN:
 
This afternoon Cass Chinske, 544-2030 and email casschinskeproperties@bigsky.net;  telephoned
expressing health and nuisance concerns about open burning fire pit smoke drifting through their
open windows in the late evening and causing his ill wife and himself health and public nuisance
concerns about the nearby use of open burning fire pits in urban residential neighborhoods.
 
Currently City of Missoula Municipal Code section 8.60.020 is entitled OPEN BURNING RESTRICTED.
Subsection 8.60.020(B)(3) Missoula Municipal Code (MMC) basically provides that while generally
outdoor burning is unlawful within the city limits, there are exceptions pursuant to which some
outdoor burning is allowed including instances when “(3) The fire does not cause a fire nuisance as
determined by the fire or health department”.
 
Cass Chinske informs that he and his wife consider the open pit burning smoke entering into their
residence to separately be both a nuisance as well as  a health issue; especially considering his wife’s
existing health issues. . Cass Chinske indicates that at their residence they need to be able to open
their residential windows; because otherwise their residence can be unbearably hot on hot days at
this time of the year. Thus, closing their residential windows is not an acceptable healthful
alternative.
 
Cass Chinske expressed concern that the current city open burning ordinance does not expressly
address or take into account the health impacts that open burning of fire pits may have on people.
Cass Chinske indicates that pursuant to the current city ordinance staffs do not appear to have any
guidelines/criteria or standards as to what is meant by the phrase “fire nuisance” that is set forth in
subsection 8.60.020(B)(3) MMC.
 
Is either the city/county health department staff and/or city fire staff currently able to adequately
address citizen health and nuisance concerns about open burning outdoor fire pit smoking negative
impacts on nearby residents? As a threshold, it must be ascertained if the health department and/or
city fire department believe that citizen concerns, such as those expressed by Cass Chinske, are able
to be adequately addressed by existing Missoula Municipal Code provisions? Or would an additional
ordinance regulation be necessary in order to address these type of citizen concerns about open pit
smoke entering nearby residential dwelling unit.

Thank you for your follow-up email.
 
The United States Code, VETERANS’ MEMORIAL PRESERVATION AND RECOGNITION ACT OF 2003 is a
United States law that must be federally investigated and federally prosecuted in order for a federal
prosecution to occur. A Montana municipal attorney has absolutely no legal authority or legal
jurisdiction to cite and prosecute anyone pursuant to the United States Code. City and county law
enforcement would share any information about any United States Crime with federal law
enforcement and federal law enforcement would be consulting with the United States attorney’s
office concerning whether there is adequate evidence against someone to proceed with a federal
prosecution.
 
If law enforcement apprehends anyone for which there is adequate evidence to prosecute a criminal
offense against for vandalizing the Dough Boy statue at the Missoula County courthouse lawn, the
primary focus should be to file a federal criminal offense in United States District Court for violation
of the “VETERANS’’ MEMORIAL PRESERVATION AND RECOGNITION ACT OF 2003”. Any such
prosecution would be required to be prosecuted by a United States attorney from the United States
Attorney’s Office.
 
If for some reason the United States attorney elected not to file federal charges, then local county
and city law enforcement would likely present any information that they have gathered to the
Missoula County Attorney’s office to determine if there are any grounds for a felony criminal
prosecution pursuant to Montana state law. In Montana only the county attorney has legal authority
or legal jurisdiction to prosecute a felony criminal offense violating a Montana state law. For
example if the criminal mischief damage exceeded $1,500.00 it may be prosecuted as a felony
offense. The monetary cut off between a felony and misdemeanor criminal mischief criminal offense
is $1,500.00. Monetary damage above $1,500.00 may be prosecuted as a felony criminal offense at
the discretion of the county attorney.
 
If the county attorney declines to prosecute any criminal mischief conduct as a felony, since the
county courthouse Dough Boy is located within the city limits, it would be possible for the city
attorney’s office to have the law enforcement gathered information for a review and determination
as to whether there is adequate evidence to prove beyond a reasonable doubt that a specific
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defendant(s) committed the misdemeanor criminal offense of criminal mischief.
 
All criminal offenses, no matter at what level, must be proven beyond a reasonable doubt in order to
successfully obtain a conviction. Our office has the least or most limited prosecution authority in the
hierarchy of prosecutors. Our office does not have any crime investigators and must rely on
municipal police officers to gather evidence at crime scenes and pursue any investigatory leads that
they might have.
 
I do not possess any information/evidence as to whether law enforcement has one or more suspects
for defacing the Dough Boy. I am not sure what you mean by “address”. However,  if the United
States Attorney and county attorney decline to prosecute based on any and all evidence gathered by
law enforcement and city law enforcement request our office to review the information/evidence
gathered by law enforcement, our office will work cooperatively with law enforcement to review any
and all information/evidence that law enforcement has gathered.
 
I hope this explanation is helpful to you to facilitate your understanding of the legal jurisdiction and
legal authority that is required for prosecuting criminal offenses; especially with respect to the
prosecutions of federal laws. It seems that the vandalism you are identifying for prosecution, should
be a federal prosecution pursuant to the “VETERANS’ MEMORIAL PRESERVATION AND
RECOGNITION ACT OF 2003”. Montana municipal attorneys do not have legal jurisdiction or legal
authority to  prosecute federal violations of the “VETERANS’ MEMORIAL PRESERVATION AND
RECOGNITION ACT OF 2003”.

Hi Missoula City Councilers,  


I'm Erin and I live in Missoula. I am writing to demand that the Missoula City Council adopts
a budget that prioritizes community well-being and redirects funding away from the police (or
fully abolishes the police and redirects all of those funds to community services benefitting
underserved and BIPOC communities).


In searching the City of Missoula website, I have yet to find a published 2020 budget (there's
no link to the "book" or final adopted budget available here), though I have reviewed the
Department Request Forms for Fiscal Year 2020 submitted by/for the Police Department. 


Many Montanans may be tempted to think the unique nature of such a vast, yet sparsely-
populated state minimizes the likelihood of police brutality in our communities. However, as
reported by the Billings Gazette last year, Montana ranked ninth in killings by police per
capita, despite being one of the least populated states in the entire country (41 of 50). Wow.


In 2017, the Great Falls Tribune reported Montana police killings reached a total higher than
the previous six years. These figures are alarming, but don’t tell the full story. Under Montana
Code § 2-6-102 and Article II, Section 10 of the Montana Constitution, police disciplinary
records are exempt from disclosure if there is an "individual privacy interest that clearly
exceeds the merits of public disclosure." Montana police forces operate within a culture of
impunity, and as the members of the communities they are supposed to be protecting, we can’t
even begin to grasp the scope of their violence.


Our country is in the midst of widespread revolution over the systemic, racist,
transphobic violence of policing. Empty gestures and suggestions of “reform” are inadequate
and unacceptable. I am demanding that real change be made to the way Missoula allocates its
resources.


Missoula prides itself on being a community. A community that supports local businesses and
local resources. We take care of our own. But the way we do this is not through the police.
We do this by investing in community resources that actually serve community needs -- like
affordable housing, mental and public health care services -- implementing a living wage,
increasing funding for schools. We do this by defunding the police and reallocating that
money. (Ultimately, we do this by abolishing the police.) 


I am demanding that the City Council meaningfully defund the Missoula Police
Department. I join the calls of those across the country to defund the police. I am demanding
a budget that adequately and effectively meets the needs of at-risk Missoula residents during
this trying and uncertain time. I am demanding a budget that supports community wellbeing,
rather than empowering the police forces that tear them apart.


As the City Council, the budget proposal is in your hands. It is your duty to represent your
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constituents. I am urging you to completely revise the budget for the 2020-2021 fiscal year,
and to fund the social programs proven to be more effective than policing at promoting
community safety and equity. Have the courage to be a leader of the change this city, state,
and country desperately needs.

Missoula Firefighter Tests Positive for COVID-19 



 



A Missoula Fire Department firefighter has tested positive for COVID-19. 
 
Fire Chief Jeff Brandt and the staff are working closely with the staff at the Missoula City-County 
Health Department. As soon as they learned of the positive test result on Monday, they 
identified potential contacts, who are quarantined at home pending interviews and COVID-19 
tests. Those contacts include law enforcement officers and ambulance personnel who worked 
closely with the firefighter. 
 
“City Fire has responded quickly and thoroughly and knowledgeably,” said Cindy Farr, Incident 
Commander for the COVID-19 Response and Health Promotion Division Director at the Health 
Department. “They have been involved at the high level in Incident Command since March, and 
they are very knowledgeable.” 
 
Fire Department personnel wear protective gear on every call for service. Chief Brandt does not 
believe there is an exposure risk for members of the public. 
 
Firefighters have stepped up to cover upcoming fire shifts while the sick firefighter and 
quarantined firefighters are absent. The Fire Department’s customary level of service will not be 
affected. 
 
“We’re doing everything we need to do, and even a little bit more,” Brandt said. 
 
Farr reminds the public that COVID-19 is still in our community, and we are experiencing 
community spread. People should keep their social circles small, be safe at work and keep track 
of personal contacts for the previous 14 days.
