Beginning in FY20, HCD will be tasked with implementing housing policy recommendations adopted by City Council. These recommedations call for the creation
of 19 new programs and policies, collaborating with DS on Title 20 and Title 12 amendments and changes, and the creation and facilitation of 3 private sector
working groups. Currently, all staff members in HCD absent the Director are funded through dedicated grant dollars and not the general fund. This prevents
them from dedicating any significant time to the implementation of policy recommendations. HCD is requesting general funds to hire a FTE equivilant to
support these grant activities, providing capacity for senior level staff dedicated time to housing policy implementation.

2. Service Delivery Impact:

Without the ability to dedicate staff hours directly to housing policy implementation, progress will be delayed and the implementation of the majority of
housing policy recommendations will not occur.
